CITIZEN PETITION AND COMPLAINTS

Vivian Pride – Mrs. Pride stated that as the Chair of the Parks and Recreation Committee she would like to ask for an increase to the Christmas Parade budget so that A&T College Band could be paid $1,500 to participate in the upcoming parade.  Mrs. Pride also complained that the swing at the walking park had been broken and had not been repaired to date.
Michael Richardson – Mr. Richardson was concerned that he had received several ordinance violations due to the number of vehicles located on a lot he had purchased on US 301. Stevie Cox, Town Administrator advised the Board that the number of Parks and Recreation Advisory Board committee members exceeds the Town’s current ordinance.  He stated that he would be presenting an amendment to the Ordinance at an upcoming meeting.

Commissioner Patel seconded the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.
