Brian Patterson – Buck Leonard Baseball League

Mr. Patterson addressed the Board to request that the Town consider partnering with the Buck Leonard Baseball League as a sponsor and allow the league use of Davis Ballfield. The Board informed Mr. Patterson that the field is privately owned and that the Town currently has an existing contract with the Tri-Community Baseball League. The Board advised Mr. Patterson to contact Ms. Dianne Hedgepeth, President of Tri-Community, to discuss potential partnership opportunities and field use.

d. Resolution R-2025-02 – Commissioner Davis made a motion to adopt Resolution R-2025-02 accepting the results of the Asset Management Plan for the Town of Sharpsburg Sewer System.  Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
e. NFocus Contract – Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the 25-26 NFocus Contract for Planning and Zoning Services.  Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no
f. Alliance Code Enforcement Contract – Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the Alliance Code Enforcement Contract.  Commissioner Etheridge seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no
