PRESENTATIONS

Robert Clark, Planning and Zoning Administrator presented the draft Land Use Plan.  Mr. Clark asked the Board to call for a Public Hearing on the Land Use Plan adoption.
Commissioner Davis made a motion to accept the schedule for the adoption of the Land Use Plan.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
Kevin O’Donnell, NOVA Energy Consultants presented a proposed additional electric rate increase by charging customers a purchased power adjustment that could be adjusted as cost fluctuate.  He stated that the additional increase was to ensure that the Town remained fiscally sound as the cost of wholesale power continues to increase.
The Board of Commissioners declined the rate increase and stated that they would revisit the issue in September 2022.

Commissioner Pride made a motion to table the proposed rate increase until the September 2022 Regular Meeting.  Commissioner Patel seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.

b. Approval of Town Administrator hiring.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the hiring of the new Town Administrator.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
Pauline Armstrong introduced herself as the new Town Administrator.
c. Approval of the Contract with Carolina Video Security.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the contract with Carolina Video Security for the installation of surveillance cameras.  Commissioner Virgil seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
d. Approval of the Flock Safety Contract.   Commissioner Pride made a motion to approve the Flock Safety Contract, subject to Attorney revisions for the installation of license plate readers.  Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
e. Approval of the S. Preston Douglas Contract.   Commissioner Pride made the motion to approve the FY 20-21 audit contract with S. Preston Douglas & Associates, LLP.  Commissioner Patel seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
f. Public Hearing.  Commissioner Pride made a motion to set a public hearing for June 21, 2022 at 3p.m. concerning the 22-23 Budget.  Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
The Board of Commissioners requested that the Martin Luther King, Jr. Community Park be temporarily closed until the vandalism could be controlled.  The Board further agreed that a temporarily closed sign would be posted at the park.
