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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE SHARPSBURG BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

August 7, 2018 
6:30 PM

Mayor Williams called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Pride offered invocation.  Mayor Williams led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT

Mayor Williams, Commissioner Pride, Commissioner Humphrey, Commissioner Davis, Commissioner Jackson and Commissioner Collie.  Brian Pridgen, Town Attorney and Blake Proctor, Town Administrator were also present.  
PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Williams opened the public hearing concerning the proposed text amendment for internet sweepstakes/cafes.  Bob Clark, Planning and Zoning Administrator gave a detailed explanation of the proposed changes within the text amendment.

Bobby Jackson stated that he was not in favor of the Town allowing gambling establishments in the Town.  
James Staton stated he was not in favor and was concerned that it would take money away from families, citizens would most likely loose bill money and money for their household needs.

Mr. Clark stated that the town could not prohibit this type of business but could limit the area they are allowed and place restrictions on the operation of the business to address concerns of the community.  All of which are addressed in the proposed text amendment.

There were no more public comments concerning the topic.  Mayor Williams closed the public hearing.

PRESENTATIONS

Mike Ivie with Aire Communication made a presentation to the citizens and Board to introduce his company and the internet services that they will offer the community pending the approval of the cell tower lease agreement with the Town. 
PUBLIC PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Bernie Walker stated that the streets in his neighborhood looked bad and the CSX right of way needed to be cut.  He also had concerns about code enforcement issues.  Mr. Proctor asked to meet with Mr. Walker to discuss his concerns.
DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS

Commissioner Pride stated that there were areas in Wilson County had flooded recently that had not flooded in the past.  He asked that the drain tiles be cleaned out using the Vac truck in the brickyard area, specifically Railroad Street. 

Commissioner Pride was also concerned that the train was blocking the tracks more frequently and was causing an extreme inconvenience to the citizens and a safety concern.  Brian Pridgen, Town Attorney stated he would reach out to CSX for resolution.
Blake Proctor gave a brief status update on the Water Grant project currently underway as requested by Commissioner Pride.
