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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE SHARPSBURG BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS 
September 6, 2022 
6:00 PM

Mayor Williams called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. Mayor Williams offered the invocation and led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.

All members were present until the meeting concluded.

APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT & REGULAR AGENDA

Commissioner Pride made a motion to approve the consent and regular agenda with the addition of a closed session to discuss personnel issues.  Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion. The motion carried by a roll call vote of 4 yes – 0 no.  The consent agenda items were:
a. August 2, 2022 Regular Meeting Minutes

b. August 25, 2022 Special Called Meeting Minutes
c. Budget Amendment 2022-2023-1
d. Amended Infectious Disease Policy

e. Amended Public Works job descriptions to include CDL requirements for all Public Works employees.

f. Purchase of AED units in the amount of $7,375.00 for Town buildings and the Electric truck.
PRESENTATIONS

Kevin O’Donnell presented the Purchase Power Adjustment rate that needs to be added to each electric customer billing to offset the increase in wholesale electric cost. He stated that the PPA would be evaluated every 6 months for needed adjustment.  The PPA had previously been postponed by the Board to help citizens, which has caused the Town to operate in a deficit. 
Lee Grissom, S. Preston Douglas & Associates presented the 2020/2021 Audit. 

PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Richard Sykes – Mr. Sykes stated his concern with the lack of drainage flow on Creekside Drive, Holly Drive, Millbranch Road out to US 301.  He asked what agencies had been contacted about the issue and when they were contacted.
Pauline Armstrong stated that the culvert was owned by CSX.  She had contacted NCDOT and they had been out to confirm the culvert was not the responsibility of NCDOT.  She further stated that she had contacted CSX and they were scheduled to come inspect the issue.
Commissioner Pride asked Mrs. Armstrong to send a hardcopy of the emailed response letter to Mr. Sykes that she had sent previously through email to him addressing his drainage concerns.

Holly Lewis – Ms. Lewis asked the Board to reconsider increasing the electric rates again.  She stated that her utility bill was high and she was struggling to make ends meet.  

Commissioner Davis explained what the Board had done to postpone and deter another rate increase but unfortunately the PPA was inevitable.  Commissioner Davis asked Tracy Sullivan to make contact with Ms. Lewis and discuss her utility bill and energy saving strategies.

NEW BUSINESS
a. Police Officer Base Salary Adjustment.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the starting base salary of $38,000 for an entry level police officer and $40,000 for an experienced officer.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
b. Police Department Take Home Vehicle Policy Amendment.  Commissioner Virgil made a motion to approve the amended Police Department’s Take Home Vehicle Policy.  Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
c. Resolution R-2022-04 Awarding the Construction of the Clean Water, NC DEQ Grant Project.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to award the construction contract for the Clean Water, NC DEQ Grant Project to Herring Rivenbark in the amount of $2,205,195.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
d. Utility Rate Structure including the PPA Factor.   Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the utility rate structure which includes the Purchased Power Adjustment Factor.  Commissioner Patel seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
CLOSED SESSION

Commissioner Pride made a motion to go into closed session to discuss personnel issues.  Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
