Kevin O’Donnell made a presentation to the Board in reference to the savings since switching to NTE and also an opportunity to save on gas prices with a PEAK.  Mr. O’Donnell recommended a 9% electric rate decrease.  Mr. O’Donnell also recommended that the Town begin saving for the transformer replacement at the substation, which would cost in excess of $1 million.
Commissioner Collie made a motion to amend the agenda to add item d, consideration by the Board to approve a 9% electric rate reduction, under new business.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
