PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Lolita Windham – Mrs. Windham complained that a rental property on Robbins Avenue had several vehicles parked in their yard everyday which made the neighborhood look bad.  She also thanked the Board for the surveillance cameras and asked if they were being monitored.  Chief Thomas responded that they were not being monitored 24 hours a day but were used to playback footage when an incident occurs or if a complaint is made.  Mrs. Windham stated that she had witnessed the garbage and recycle contractor dump the trash in the recycle truck and that it doesn’t make sense to pay a recycle fee if they are dumping them all together.

b. Speed Limit Sign Cost.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to table the approval of the cost associated with the installation and change out of speed limit signs and required signage for implementation of the new speed limit ordinance.  Commissioner Etheridge seconded the motion.  The vote carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.

· Retreat follow-up – Mrs. Armstrong stated that the retreat continuation would be held on October 25, 2023 10:00am until 2:00pm.

· Brownfield meeting scheduled for October 5, 2023 has been canceled due to government shutdown.  A CodeRed will be sent out to inform the public.

· Creekside Ditch preliminary quote from Charles Hughes Construction was submitted at $410,000.  Mrs. Armstrong stated that the scope needed to be revisited.

· Town Hall Project is waiting on the line of credit instructions from the state on the funding for the project.
