d. Authorization of the Town Administrator to Seek Third Party Parks and Recreation Services.   Commissioner Hughes made a motion to authorize the Town Administrator to seek 3rd party services to assist with the construction and implementation for services related to Parks and Recreation.  Commissioner Patel seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
e. Ordinance O-2022-01.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to adopt Ordinance O-2022-01, Revoking Outdated and Contradictory Provision of the Sharpsburg Code of Ordinance.  Commissioner Virgil seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
