Mayor Weaver called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Pride offered invocation.  Mayor Weaver led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT

Mayor Weaver, Mayor Pro-Tem Humphrey, Commissioner Collie, Commissioner Davis, Commissioner Pride, and Commissioner Jackson.  Blake Proctor, Town Administrator and  Brian Pridgen, Town Attorney were also present.  
RECOGNITION

Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk recognized the Veterans in the room, at the request of the Board, for Veteran’s Day.
PRESENTATIONS
John Dillard, CSX Resident Vice President addressed the Board in reference to the railroad crossings being blocked in Sharpsburg.  He provided the Board with phone numbers to contact when the crossings are blocked, especially in emergency situations.  He stated that CSX would work diligently to keep the crossings clear when possible.  
Mayor Weaver stated that the crossings remained blocked in excess of 8 hours during an emergency situation which was unacceptable.  The Board concurred with the Mayor.  Mr. Dillard professed cooperation between CSX and the Town to remedy the situation.

Commissioner Collie also expressed that the Town citizens would benefit from gaining access of natural gas through Piedmont Natural Gas.  The Board agreed with all ideas and authorized Mr. Proctor to pursue information.
