PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Williams opened the floor to public comment in reference to the Town pursuing financing for 2 police vehicles and 2 public works vehicles through USDA.

Commissioner Pride asked for clarification on what type of vehicles would be purchased.  Mrs. Armstrong replied that normal duty work trucks and patrol vehicles would be purchased.

There were no public comments.

Commissioner Hughes made a motion to close the public hearing.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.

Lee Grissom, CPA, CFE, CISA Partner with S. Preston Douglas & Associates, LLP presented the 21-22 Audit.  Mr. Grissom stated that the audit report was submitted to the LGC on time, which was the first time the Town had been on time in many years.
PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Commissioner Pride asked that the Town meet with the City of Rocky Mount in reference to rates and infiltration issues for water and sewer.

Lolita Windham – Ms. Windham stated that she was thankful for the senior center and the resources that the center provided to the citizens.  She asked that the Town look at the storm drains on her property.  She also requested that speed limit signs be installed on her street and surrounding streets.  She further stated that she had previously requested speed humps to slow traffic down in the area.
NEW BUSINESS
a. Police Department Cadet Program.  Commissioner Pride made a motion to approve the Police Department’s Cadet Program policy.  Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
b. Authorization of the Town Administrator to make revisions and execute the Memorandum of Understanding with Nash County Community College.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to authorize Pauline Armstrong, Town Administrator to make revisions to and authorize the MOU with Nash County Community College.  Commissioner Patel seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.
c. Alternate appointment to the Rocky Mount TAC.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to appoint Commissioner Linda Virgil to serve as the alternate member on the Rocky Mount Urban Area Metropolitan Planning Organization, Technical Coordinating Committee.  Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes–0 no.

Commissioner Davis made a motion to go into closed session.  Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes – 0 no.
