Mayor Weaver called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Pride offered invocation.  Mayor Weaver led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT

Mayor Weaver, Mayor Pro-Tem Humphrey, Commissioner Davis, Commissioner Pride, Commissioner Collie and Commissioner Jackson.  Blake Proctor, Town Administrator and Brian Pridgen, Town Attorney were also present.  
RECOGNITION

Blake Proctor recognized Chief Hunt for making the Dean’s list during his semester of college.
PRESENTATIONS

Kevin O’Donnell presented to the Board the options for paying Duke Progress Energy for Coal Ash Cost Recovery and the possibility of intervening in the Duke rate case.  After much discussion by the Board and citizens, the Board decided to absorb the cost into the current rates and forgo any rate decreases until Coal Ash is paid for.
Commissioner Davis made a motion to absorb the coal ash cost and forgo any rate decreases until coal ash is paid for.  Commissioner Humphrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 
PUBLIC PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Joe Strachan – Mr. Strachan complained that he called the police department to report a power outage and the officer was rude to him.  He stated that he was being treated unconstitutional.
Harriet Anderson – Ms. Anderson was concerned with code violations on the lot beside her home on Hathaway Blvd.  Mayor Weaver asked Brian Sullivan to check on it.

PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Weaver opened the public hearing to discuss the 2017/2018 budget.
Blake Proctor gave a brief overview of the budget which reflects the fire tax being billed and collected by each county.  The Town’s property tax rate is set at $0.55.
Robert Williams – Mr. Williams wanted to clarify that the fire tax would not increase his property taxes.  Mayor Weaver and Blake Proctor explained that it would not.

Commissioner Humphrey asked Mr. Proctor if the NTE metering charge was included in the budget.  Mr. Proctor stated that it was included.

Commissioner Collie made a motion to proceed with each county billing and collecting the 0.10 fire tax effective July 1, 2017.  Commissioner Humphrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Commissioner Collie made a motion to adopt the 2017/2018 Budget Ordinance.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Pride made a motion to call a Special Meeting on June 27, 2017 at 6:00pm.  Commissioner Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Davis made a motion to adopt budget amendments 16-17-5.  Commissioner Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
