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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE SHARPSBURG BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

August 2, 2016 
6:30 PM

Mayor Weaver called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Pride offered invocation.  Mayor Weaver led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT

Mayor Weaver, Mayor Pro-Tem Humphrey, Commissioner Davis, Commissioner Pride, Commissioner Collie, and Commissioner Jackson.   Gabriel Dusablon, Town Attorney was also present.  
PRESENTATION

Ms. Simone Bullock made a presentation to the Board and citizens for the Raise the Age NC campaign.
Mark Bacon, Engineering Services explained the Resolutions regarding the Asset Management Plans for Water and Sewer and the need for both plans.

PUBLIC PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Tinney Hinton – Mr. Hinton was concerned that the Town was considering an Ordinance to allow chickens.  He felt like the Ordinance provisions would not be enforced and his issue would not be addressed with a neighbor who was not properly taking care of his chickens.
Gloria Bulluck – Ms. Bulluck would like the Town to look into demolishing the abandoned houses in the Wilson County area.

Bernie Walker – Mr. Walker asked the Town to cut the ditches in the Wilson Co section of Sharpsburg.  He stated that the Town was not cutting what the Town should be cutting.  He also stated that the Board should ride over to that area sometime.  
He stated that he had seen some differences in Sharpsburg.

Cheryl O’Neal – Mrs. O’Neal stated that the Park on Jessica Way had a large patch of grass that had not been cut.  She stated that the Town employees were being paid to do a job that wasn’t being done.  She further stated that a tree had fallen on the fence and torn it down.

Brian Sullivan presented the reports for the Streets and Sanitation, Water and Sewer, and Electric Departments.  Commissioner Pride made a comment that the Town should consider an Ordinance to prohibit citizens from blowing grass in the streets.
Chief Hunt presented the Police Department Report.

Tracy Sullivan presented the Finance Report and Town Manager Report.

Commissioner Davis made a motion to adopt the Ordinance of the Board of Commissioners Amending the Charter of the Code of Ordinances to change the Form of Government from Council – Manager to Mayor – Council.  Commissioner Humphrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Humphrey made a motion to adopt Resolution 2016-17 of the Town of Sharpsburg Board of Commissioners Adopting a revised Personnel Policy.  Commissioner Collie seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Mayor Weaver assigned Commissioner Pride to the Water and Sewer Department, Commissioner Humphrey to the Electric Department, Commissioner Collie to the Police Department, Commissioner Davis to the Parks and Recreation Department and Commissioner Jackson to the Streets and Sanitation Department.

Commissioner Pride made a motion to adopt the Authorizing Resolution for the Water System Asset Management Plan.  Commissioner Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Commissioner Pride made a motion to adopt the Authorizing Resolution for the Sewer System Asset Management Plan.  Commissioner Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve option 2 to increase the level of service with NFocus for 1 extra day of Code Enforcement.  Commissioner Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Davis made a motion to adopt the Ordinance Amending the Sharpsburg Code of Ordinances, Chapter 91 entitled Animals with the amendment to allow 1 rooster.  Commissioner Humphrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Pride and Jackson voted against.
Commissioner Collie made a motion to adopt Resolution 2016-18 Signifying Approval of the Tax Collections for the 2015-16 Wilson County Tax Settlement.  Commissioner Humphrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Jackson made a motion to change the name of the parade back to Christmas Parade.  Commissioner Humphrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Collie voted against.
Commissioner Davis made a motion to purchase the Substation feeder breakers in the amount of $27,000.00 from Power Services.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
