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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE SHARPSBURG BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

August 8, 2017

Mayor Weaver called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Pride offered invocation.  Mayor Weaver led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT

Mayor Weaver, Mayor Pro-Tem Humphrey, Commissioner Pride, Commissioner Davis, Commissioner Collie and Commissioner Jackson.  Brian Pridgen, Town Attorney and Blake Proctor, Town Administrator were also present.  
RECOGNITION

Mayor Weaver thanked the Police Department, Commissioner Humphrey and the Public Works Department for a successful National Night Out event.  He stated that he received only positive feedback from the citizens.
PRESENTATIONS

Kevin O’Donnell presented the most recent data as it relates to Duke Coal Ash.  The Town’s cost estimate is $158,820.  The payments will begin in August 2017 until December 2017 in the amount of $10,596, then $5,291 for 18 months.
Mr. O’Donnell recommended to the Board that Cauley, Pridgen be hired to represent the Town to intervene in the Coal Ash case at the Utilities Commission.  The cost to each town is estimated to be $10,000.

Commissioner Collie made a motion to hire Cauley, Pridgen for intervention on behalf of the town at the Utilities Commission.  Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
PUBLIC PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Ricardo Dew – Mr. Dew asked how people are selected for the Planning Board and where is the application on the website.  He also wanted a copy of the Police Department’s towing policy and procedure manual.  He stated that the Police Department was harassing black women.  Mayor Weaver informed Mr. Dew that the Chief would contact him to address his issues.
Sammy Fernandez – Mr. Fernandez, Waste Industries introduced himself to the Board.  Mr. Fernandez asked the Board if they had any concerns.  Mayor Weaver asked if they could service the town at a later hour.  Mr. Fernandez stated that he would check in to it.
