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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE SHARPSBURG BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

September 12, 2017 
6:30 PM

Mayor Weaver called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Pride offered invocation.  Mayor Weaver led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT

Mayor Weaver, Mayor Pro-Tem Humphrey, Commissioner Pride, Commissioner Davis, Commissioner Collie and Commissioner Jackson.  Brian Pridgen, Town Attorney and Blake Proctor, Town Administrator were also present.  
RECOGNITION

Mayor Weaver announced that former Commissioner Raymond Moore had passed away.  Mayor Weaver asked that the citizens keep their comments to a maximum of 3 minutes and to mute all cell phones.
PUBLIC PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Patrice Perry – Ms. Perry voiced her concern in reference to her car being towed by a wrecker that the police department called due to the allegation that she did not have proper tags or insurance.  She claims that she did have insurance but the tags were not valid.  Mayor Weaver stated that he would check into her matter and be back in touch with her.
Deborah Etheridge – Ms. Etheridge stated that her daughter called the Police to her residence for a disturbance.  Once Police Officers arrived they told the officers that there was no need for them.  The officers insisted on verifying there was not a problem at the residence.  Ms. Etheridge’s daughter placed the call and when asked for identification she ran from the officers.  She stated that they were charged with assault on a government official but that they didn’t touch the officers. 

Carolyn Etheridge – Spoke about the same incident with Deborah Etheridge but was not present at the home until after the incident occurred.
Barbara Etheridge – She stated that on several occasions the Chief of Police was rude to Cheryl Ramos, herself and her son.  
Bertha Parker – Ms. Parker was concerned because the police department seized her grandson’s dirt bike.  She stated that when she went to Taylor’s Wrecker Service to recover the dirt bike the owner was rude.  The Mayor informed Ms. Jenkins that he would check into the incident and get back with her.
Curmilas Dancy – Mr. Dancy spoke on behalf of Patrice Perry.  He stated that when he contacted the Chief of Police, he was told that the Chief was out of town.  The Chief left him a rude voicemail which made him not want to speak with him about the incident.

Cheryl O’Neal – Mrs. O’Neal was concerned because she had seen town employees cleaning Davis Ballfield.  The Mayor advised her that the Town had entered into a contract for maintenance on the field.  O’Neal stated it was personal property and tax payers needed to know how their tax dollars were being spent.  Commissioner Davis stated that the Town is spending tax dollars on the children, so they can be involved in something positive in the community.
Ricardo Dew – Mr. Dew stated he was a community activist and he was at the meeting to advocate for the citizens who had already spoke.  Mayor Weaver stated that he would be investigating each incident and he would be speaking with them individually.  Mr. Dew requested that a public forum meeting be held with the police department.  Mayor Weaver said that he would not be comfortable discussing the complaints of each person in public.
Robert Williams – Mr. Williams wanted Taylor’s Wrecker to be placed on rotation and that the Police Department needed to distance themselves from the business.  He stated that everyday there are at least 2 police cars down there all day.
